My Dad was a bellygunner aboard a B-17 Bomber, he flew 22 missions, on his last mission he was shot in the hands, the plane landed safely but was extremely shot up.  My Dad spent some time in a London Hospital and somehow able to regain use of his hands by some sort of miracle.  The Movie  "Memphis Belle" which is now out on video is close to what happened to the B-17 Bomber that my father was in.  My Daughter Jenny & her husband Tim were both in the Air Force and were in Desert Storm.  They were not on the front line but served there country proudly.  I am grateful to my Heavenly Father for the power of prayer, may are hearts be turned to pray and continue to pray morning, noon, & night hoping this war will end soon.

Donald Arthur Baker, son of Levi William Baker and Edna May Taggart was born 10 April 1922 at Idaho Falls, Idaho.  He lived with his mother in Salt Lake City from the time he was four years old until he was thirteen when he went to Idaho Falls and helped his brother Albert on the farm.  
When he was through with school he enlisted in the Army Air Corps and was trained in Gunnery at Lowery Field, Colorado.  He then trained one year on the West coast.

He crossed the Atlantic on the Queen Elizabeth luxury liner and spent Thanksgiving of 1942 on the high seas.  He was trained in Gunnery Malfunctions by the Lockheed Aircraft Co. in Ireland in a select group of ten and sent to the 357th Fighter Group near Cambridge, England, where he received the rank of Sergeant and remained there until he was released.  
He was discharged 15 Sept. 1945 at Fort Douglas, Utah.
